In Uganda, we have a staff devoted to keeping you in touch with
your sponsored child. This staff facilitates the children in ex-
pressing their feelings, encourages them to be creative, and
utilizes their administrative talents to get the works of art to our
U.S. offices in good order, whether it be by mail (which we rarely
use anymore due to cost and time consumption) or digital copies.
In the short time that this staff has been working on this project,
we have seen some really wonderful letters come from it, and we
will be able to distribute more than double the amount of letters to
sponsors than we were previously able. This staff has also de-
creased distribution times for incoming letters significantly. What
a blessing!
